This meet 
will not be PIAA sanctioned this year, however, since the meet falls during the regular high school season and you 
come as a team with a coach, you can participate.  I apologize in advance for any inconvenience and hope that you 
will still be able to the come to the meet.  We will keep you informed of any developments.
